  Process of Academic Scholarship:
1. Those students may apply, who completed the basic courses and have min.120 credits.

2. Only Quarter and Fifth Years Student can apply.
3. During the Academic Scholarship students are still learning in the credit system.
4. Students need to have the permission from a tutor to complete the course.
5. During the Academic Scholarship the KAB makes decisions about the courses what students can sign up for. To sign up for another course, also the KAB acceptance necessary.
6. Scholarship may be min. 3 – max. 10 months.
7. One student can participate only once in the Program.

8. Not only have the great pointed average inevitable, also important requirements the good language knowledge.
9. Those who take part in any academic activity may have benefit at the main decision. 

10.  5 members will make the decision. Included the Dean, The Erasmus Coordinator of the Faculty, a member from International Relations, and two students.

Internship:

· Belgium:      Katholieke Universitet Leuven (3 pers. – max. 6 months)
Process of Internship:
1. This program is for whose, who completed all compulsory courses at the end of semester 7.  and have min. 210 credits.

2. The Faculty allow only 3 months.
3. During the internship, students must meet the requirements of modulo (complete the same course, what here would do). PTE-AOK will do the examination and accept the credits.
4. Before the travel, students need to ask their tutor for permission.

5. One student can participate only once in the Program.
Other requirements are correspond with the academic program.
Erasmus gives students:

· the opportunity to study for a period of 3-12 months at a university or higher education establishment in another participating country in the framework of agreed arrangements between universities
· No fees in the host university, but some may ask for a registration fee eg.: Westfalische Wilhelms-Universität Münster
· The opportunity to continuo there study here, without a break, they also may apply for Student Loan.
· The time spent in the other country is fully recognised in the originating university, thanks to ECTS (European Credit Transfer System). 

· Please do not forget, that this scholarship does not cover all expenses, it depends on the partner university and the country as well.

· In 2009-2010 the average amount was between 200-420 euro (depended on the country)
· According to the previous years’ experiments to cover all expenses 500-650 euro was essential in most European countries;

· There are other sources (from the faculty, or HÖK), but we have no information yet about the amount.

Requirements:

· Hungarian citizens or those who have right of abode, or live here.

· Or Hungarian citizens, but study in another country also have the right to apply for the program.
Do not forget to handle:

· Application form (available form Erasmus Office and on the Webpage)
· Language certificate (copy)
· Copy of Index (last 3 years)
· Professional CV (English or German language, depends on the host Country) 
· Recommendation from a tutor
· Cover letter
· Certificate and other academic activity
